This means that
the person feels
very sure that 
they're right, 
because they 

believe it by faith.

You can have faith in
just about anything,

but most things
aren't worthy
of your faith!

If you have faith in
the same thing that

the person has
faith in, you'll
believe what 

they said.

If you DON'T have 
faith in the same 

thing that the person 
has faith in, you 

won't believe what 
they said.
